The basic aim of this thesis was to outline the development of a vampire portrayal in Anglo-American

literature. The theoretical part of the thesis deals with the necessary literary terms such as Scottish, Irish

and American gothic. The genres and terms concerning the topic are successfully described and the
selection of the primary literature is convenient. The main task of the thesis was to prove certain

development in the portrayal of the vampire figures. The vampire figures, both male and female, have
been transformed from horrible monsters to acceptable and even friendly creatures. The
aforementioned process is presented in the analysis of the selected literary works. The analysis is

chronological and the development of a vampire portrayal is clearly presented and explained. A short
sub-chapter is dedicated to the description of vampire folklore and its cultural and historical roots and

conseqguences as a source of inspiration.

The thesis successfully presents the most significant features of the vampire protagonists which were
created during the 19" century. According to the secondary literature, used to support the analysis,
vampires as a literary phenomenon were a clear result of the two obsessions of the Victorian era - fear
and suppressed sexuality.

The modern vampires are represented by the protagonists of the following novels — . King's Salem’s Lot
and Ann Rice’s Interview with the Vampire.




The thesis does not present unigue explanations and the analysis is rather superficial. It contains only

minor formal mistakes.
