The diploma thesis deals with the topic of alienation of Dominican immigrants in the short
fiction of Junot Diaz. The first part describes the history of the Dominican Republic and the
U.S. — Dominican relations. The historical part provides sufficient exposure of the
sociocultural elements which influenced Junot Diaz. The theoretical part describes briefly the
core elements of the theory concerning postcolonial literature. This part is too short and it
does not create a convenient base for a valuable literary analysis.

The analysis works with thirteen stories which are vaguely connected by the setting, the
main protagonist and a certain period of time. The analyses of the stories Fiesta, 1980 and
Aguantando are superior in comparison to the rest of the thesis. Junot Diaz uses Spanish
words in his short fiction and this point is thoroughly highlighted in the analyses as an
“abuse of the major language”. ~

The aforementioned superior analyses work with the appropriate literary and historical
context. Unfortunately, the lack of literary theory and its application does not allow the rest
of the work to exceed an average standard. The one third of the thesis consists of a mere
retelling of the author’s plots.

The thesis contains minor formal mistakes and lacks a substantial theoretical background.
The evaluation is elevated by the previously mentioned superior analyses of the two stories.
