The four African American novels approached in this diploma work are older texts, dating
from the late t9th to early 20th centuries, and describe a world with a type of racism that
has largely disappeared in the United States. The topic of passing is also largely an

unacceptable topic for contemporary black authors to write about, since it implicitly
acknowledges that living and being a black person is less desirable than living and being a

white person. Passing was lampooned as early as 1931 by George Schulyer in his fantasy
nove! Black No More which satirizes The Autobiography of an Ex-Colored Man, among other
writers and fiction works.
One of the few problems of this dipIoma work is the order of appearance of the novels
under analysis by chapter. The thesis is not presenting the novels in alphabetical order by



author or title of novel nor do the novels appear in chronological order. on the other hand,
the thematic division of subchapters works well in approaching each novel's most important
characteristics regarding the plot and respective hero/herolne. The thoroughness of the
analysis is commendable, and the English is readable with relatively few errors. The passing
theme as displayed by these novels (whereby once it is unintentional) shows that the issue is
very complex, and it has been handled very welt by Ms. Hladikova,
