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Miss Janovska wrote on a difficult writer and she did a commendable job. Truly few
students take on the novels of Henry James in diploma works, for he is rather challenging.
Literary aspects which challenged Miss Janovska include the multifaceted genre of
Romanticism and specifically the subgenre of the Gothic novel (in The Americon\, intertexual
relations with a Romantic poet and an opera composer, and psychological subtitles of the
hostilities of a father-daughter relationship, and I must say that Miss Janovska managed to
tackle all of these issues with her own insights to produce a splendid analysis (while also
making use of the available secondary literature she managed to obtain).

Some errors in English (which ldid not catch) were made but the general presentation and
organization of the analysis is quite fine.
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
