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Habilitacni prace se vénuje velmi komplexnimu tématu Skolniho Zivota déti s epilepsii. V ¢asti A knihy
je popsan soucasny stav této problematiky na zakladé zkusenosti autorky i rozsahlého prehledu mnoha
relevantnich domacich i zahranicnich zdrojd. Prvni kapitola stru¢né shrnuje nejdilezitéjsi lékarské
poznatky o epilepsii a zahrnuje také nové klasifikace epilepsii a epileptickych zachvatd, které byly
publikovany v roce 2017. Dalsi Ctyfi kapitoly se systematicky zabyvaji sou¢asnym stavem poznani s
ohledem na samotné déti s epilepsii, jejich rodice, uCitele a spoluzaky.

Cést B predstavuje velmi komplexni vyzkum, ktery byl realizovan v rdmci projektu Dité s epilepsii v
prostiedi skoly: vyvoj adekvatniho strukturalniho modelu, ktery byl podpofen Grantovou agenturou
CR. Kvantitativni ¢asti vyzkumu se zG&astnilo vice nez 100 déti s epilepsii a 2 000 jejich rodict, uciteld
a spoluzakli. Kromé toho se 20 déti s epilepsii zapojilo do kvalitativni ¢asti sestavajici z
polostrukturovanych rozhovor(i zamérenych na jejich skolni Zivot. Motivace pro takto rozsahly vyzkum
je uvedena v prvni kapitole ¢asti B a metodologické aspekty jsou podrobné popsany v kapitolach 2 - 4.
Prevazna ¢ast této casti (kapitoly 5 - 11) je vénovana prezentaci vysledki ziskanych ve vySe popsaném
unikatnim vyzkumu. Rozsahlé rozsifeni je vénovano srovnani nazor( déti s epilepsii, jejich rodicl a
uciteld z hlediska kvality Zivota déti a jejich vlastnosti. V kapitole 11 je na zakladé kvalitativni ¢asti
vyzkumu predstaven podrobny konceptualni model a v téZe kapitole je odvozen a ovéren komplexni
strukturalni model majici solidni psychometrické vlastnosti. V posledni ¢asti jsou jasné formulovany
zavéry vyzkumu vcetné zasadni role komorbidit epilepsie (zejména specifickych poruch uceni a
syndromu ADHD) ve Skolnim Zivoté postiZzenych déti a nastinéna doporuceni pro rodice, ucitele a
spoluzaky.

Kniha jako celek mlzZe predstavovat uziteény zdroj informaci pro vsechny, ktefi maji co do cinéni se
spolecenskymi aspekty epilepsie, jako jsou détsti neurologové, ucitelé a rodice téchto déti, poradensti
a socialni pracovnici se zdjmem o tuto oblast. Doufam, Ze tato kniha pomuze v nikdy nekoncicim
procesu zlepSovani kvality Zivota déti s epilepsii a jejich blizkych.

This monograph is devoted to the very complex topic of school life of children with epilepsy. The part
A of the book described the state-of-the-art in this field based on the experiences of the author as well
as extensive review of many relevant domestic and international sources. The first chapter briefly
summarizes the most important medical findings about epilepsy and includes also the new
classifications of the epilepsies and epileptic seizures which were published in 2017. The next four
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chapters systematically deal with the current state of knowledge with regard to children with epilepsy
themselves, their parents, teachers and classmates.

The part B introduces very complex research which was carried out in the framework of project Child
with epilepsy in school environment: development of an adequate structural model, which was
supported by Grant Agency of the Czech Republic. More than 100 children with epilepsy and 2 000 of
their parents, teachers and classmates participated in the quantitative part of the study. Moreover, 20
children with epilepsy were involved in the qualitative part comprising of the semi-structured
interviews focusing on their school life. Motivation for such comprehensive research in given in the
first chapter of the part B and methodological aspects are described in detail in the chapters 2-4. The
vast majority of this part (chapters 5-11) is devoted to the presentation of the results obtained in the
unique research described above. An extensive extension is given on a comparison of the views of
children with epilepsy, their parents and teachers in terms of quality of life of children and their
features. A detailed conceptual model is presented based on the qualitative part of the research in the
chapter 11, and comprehensive structural model having sound psychometric properties is derived and
verified in the same chapter. Finally, conclusions of the research including fundamental role of
comorbidities of epilepsy (especially specific learning disabilities and ADHD syndrome) of school life of
affected children are clearly stated and recommendations for parents, teachers and classmates are
outlined. The book as a whole may represent useful source of information for all people having
something to do with societal aspects of epilepsy such as child neurologists, teachers and parents of
such children, counsellors and social workers interested in this field. | hope that this book will help in
the never-ending process of improving of quality of life of children with epilepsy and their fellows.
