Mr. Volf chose a topic about literary expressions regarding a Northern Ireland conflict
alternatively labeled ,The Troubles” or ,The Northern Irish Civil War®, and it leaves the
reknowned Irish comic wit out of the semi-historical plots. Murder, bombings, threats on
people’s lives, civil disobedience, religious bigotry, betrayal, paradox and irony permeate the
fiction. Mr. Volf successfullyemmersed himself into this historical period to produce an
excellent thesis.




The analysis is wonderfully covering every aspect of the three novels under study. The
sylbolism and references to numerous other novels and literary works, the aspects of a
mercy killing (by a priest!) and the nature of warfare are handled by Mr. Volf masterfully.
The backdrop of the historical nature of the war (with ,volunteers” who often do not really
volunteer) is well drawn out.

There are some unfortunate misspellings, highlighted footnotes, some punctuation errors,

and an overuse of subchapters (and subsubchapters!) in the structure, so they blemish and
otherwise excellent effort.
